You have been given this letter because you may have had contact with someone with hepatitis B. 
Most contacts of people with hepatitis B are at low risk of having hepatitis B, but depending on the contact, there can be a risk. Also, the State Government pays for hepatitis B vaccine for people who are contacts, so if you are not immune, vaccination can be arranged for free.

It is important you are tested for hepatitis B, which can only be done by a doctor and involves a blood test. We would be happy to see you to explain further and to arrange testing and vaccination as appropriate. 
Alternatively, you could take this letter to your regular doctor (or any other doctor) and ask them to arrange testing and vaccination.
